Cubesat Aerospace Successful Testing of
Our 1U CubeSat at ISRO & IN-SPACe

The Preliminary Round of Smart India Hackathon (SIH) 2025
was successfully organized at Karnavati University, serving as a
vibrant platform for students to present innovative, technology-
driven solutions to real-world challenges aligned with national
priorities.
The event had participation of 612+ students, forming 136
teams, out of which 115 teams presented their solutions before a  
Jury.  Each team showcased its idea through presentations and
prototypes, addressing 17+ diverse problem statements in
domains such as healthcare, agriculture, smart cities, disaster
management, and sustainability.
Guided by mentors and experts from Karnavati Innovation and
Incubation Foundation (KIIF), the students demonstrated
creativity, teamwork, and technical excellence throughout the
process. The judging panel, comprising academic and industry
experts, evaluated teams on innovation, feasibility, impact, and
implementation.
Following an extensive review, 50 teams were recommended
for the State-Level Round, marking a proud milestone for KU.
The hackathon not only fostered a spirit of innovation and
collaboration but also reaffirmed Karnavati University’s
commitment to empowering students as problem-solvers
shaping the future of a smarter, self-reliant India.
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
